Modern landraces - Cultivar mixtures in Agriculture
"Moderna lantsorter” — sortblandningar i lantbruket

Wednesday 9 November 2011, 09.30-16.00

at the Rozal Swedish Academz of A%riculture and Forestrz EKSLA:, Stockholm

Modern agriculture is dominated by a few annual crop species with little variation in time and space.
To grow cultivar mixtures is one mean of increasing local diversity, and thereby make the crop more
resilient to environmental variation. Yet, adoption of cultivar mixtures in agriculture is rare. This
workshop elucidates various aspects of cultivar mixtures.

The title “Modern landraces” refers to that land races are characterized by being genetically diverse
and generally more resistant to various stress factors, although not as productive as modern cultivars.
Mixing modern cultivars may be one mean to get a more resilient, yet high-yielding, crop. There are
several reasons why the use of cultivar mixtures is rare, something that will be discussed in this
workshop.

Since part of the explanation for yield stability in variety mixtures can be referred to less damage by
pests and diseases, there is an excellent opportunity to combine this meeting with KSILA’s meeting 8
November on Future Plant Protection Strategies.

Scientists, agricultural advisors, farmers and representatives from the seed, feed and food industry are
invited to take part in this workshop.

Att
odla sortblandningar ir ett sitt att 6ka mangfalden lokalt och dirigenom 6ka grédans kapacitet att
klara variation i olika miljéfaktorer. Trots saidana fordelar dr det ovanligt med sortblandningar i
odling. Detta mote ska belysa olika aspekter av sortblandningar.

Titeln ” Moderna lantsorter” syftar pa att lantsorter kinnetecknas av stor genetisk variation och att de
1 allmédnhet dr mindre kédnsliga for olika stressfaktorer. Dock ér avkastningen ligre in hos moderna
sorter. Att blanda moderna sorter kan vara ett sitt att skapa mindre miljéberoende grodor med hog
avkastning. Att sortblandningar inte odlas i ndgon storre utstrackning har flera forklaringar, och detta
kommer att diskuteras pa motet.
